‘STATEMENT OF-OBJECTS AND REASONS -

The Civil Aviation Department of the State Government maintains the Government aircrafts for
the transport of the Ministers and other high functionaries of the State requiring, in the interest of pablic
order, special precaution for their security. It was therefore considered necessary that the personnel of
Civil Aviation Department posted in the maintenance, security and general administration wings should
function as a part of police force and was, decided to amend the Police Act, 1861 in its application to Uttar
Pradesh accordingly. ’ -

Since the State Legislature was not in session and immediate legislative action was necessary to
implement the aforesaid decision so the Police’ (Uttar Pradesh Amendment) Ordinance, 2001 (U.P.
Ordinance no. 16 of 2001) was promulgated by the Governor on August 10, 2001.

This Bill is introduced to replace the aforesaid Ordinance.
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
