(Promulgated by the Governar in the Seveny first Year of the Republic of India)

ORDINANCE

further to amend the Uttar Pradesh Prevention of Cow Slaughter Act, 1955,
WHEREAS the State Legislature is not in session and the Governor is satisfied that such
circumstances exist which render it necessary for him to take immediate action:

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of Article
213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor is picased to promuigate the following
ordinance: -

and which may extend to seven years and with fine which shall not be less than

one Lakh rupees and which may extend to three Lakh rupees.

6. (9} Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure Amendment of
1973, an offence punishable under section 5B and sub-section (1) of section § shall be section §
cognizable and non-bailable.
