Sri Vinod Kumar Shahi, learned Additional Advocate
General assisted by Sri S.N. Tilhari learned A.G.A. on the
basis of instructions received have apprised the Court that
as per data collected from various districts in the State the
implementation of CCTNS scheme insofar as the uploading
of charge-sheet and case-diary is concérried has been
found more than satisfactory in some of the districts like
Moradabad, Mainpuri etc. but to the contrary, it is also true
that some of the districts like Unnao, Sant Kabir Nagar,
Lakhimpur Kheri, Balrampur, Deoria etc have not shown
any significant success in the implementation of CCTNS
scheme insofar as the uploading of charge-sheet and case
diaries on the CCTNS portal is concerned.,

It may be noted that the case-diary is vital to the very
system of criminal administration of justice and the secrecy
of the investigation through CCTNS scheme is aimed to be
maintained at its best until the filing of the charge-sheet.

A transcription once uploaded on portal is preserved
without it being open to any tampering or change by any
person on the basis of any extraneous consideration
whatsoever. The aim of implementing the scheme is also to
aid the competent courts with a clear and decipherable
material from the record. This in turn would also aid the
accused persons to have a correct text of the material
relied upon against them for the purposes of prosecution.

The implementation of CCTNS scheme is thus essential and
" has to . be implemented by all the concerned authorities for
which necessary budget has already been sanctioned and
made available as per need. The utilization of budget must
attract attention of the competent officers responsible to
implement the scheme.

It shall be open to the State government to issue necessary
directions to all the concerned officers for implementation
of the scheme affectively and in the event of default they
may be cautioned that such a conduct at their end may
visit with disciplinary measure permissible under law or
