3.REPORTING: Participants must reach Central Detective Training Institute Kolkata is situated at
30- Gorachand Road, Kolkata-700 014, on the opposite side of the Chittaranjan Hospital.

4. ACCOMMODATION & MESSING: Hostel and mess facilities are available at Central
