North East District, Delhi, in which two children between
the age aroup of 10-15 years were kidnapped two years
ago, has revealed that young boys in this age group are
being kidnapped from the slum areas of Delhi and are
being sold to farmers, primarily in Amroha district of Uttar
Pradesh where they are kept in bondage and made to work
as slaves on these farms.

_ 2. Both children (real brothers), who were recovered
\¢(emmz) in these two cases have disclosed that they were
———— 'kidnapped from the Khajoori Khas area of North-East Delhi,
aken to the homes of farmers in Amroha district, kept

under inhuman conditions and treated like animals. They

were forced to work in the faims and weare macc to sleep

De in barns. They were also beaten up and tortured
/ZI‘@”} repeatedly to force them into submission. They also said
* that there are many more such children who are still there
and cre being forced to work as domestic servants as

/%/ slaves in the sugarcane fields.

The kidnappers, who were arrested later,
L dPe s smgig;zlsclosed that they had kidnapped about 12 other children
— =~ ¢x  and sold them in other villages. During the police custody
i,remand, the accused were taken to those places to trace
out these other children. However, the houses of the
0 alleged buyers, pointed out by them, in villages Kafoorpur
W and Dariyapur (Police Station-Shaid Nangli) and Sabdalpur
(Police Station-Hasanpur) were found locked. In the
_.absence of adequate cooperation from local police, no

¥ further recovery could be affected.

4. In view of the above, I would request you to

launch a special drive to sensitise all police personnel as
well as Revenue officials of this region of Western Uttar

Pradesh for verifying the particulars of children found

working as labourers in the fields. Details of all children

missing from Delhi are available in the enclosed CD for

comparing with children found working in fields. This data

is also available on the ZIPNET.
